The Midlands Agricultural Engineering Apprenticeship Award supports young agricultural engineering apprentices aged 17 – 25, with a bursary to assist financially with their careers. To be eligible, apprentices must currently be working with an agricultural engineering company and attending an academic institution.   

The awards are organised by the Newark and Nottinghamshire Agricultural Society, as an agricultural charity and in support of our charitable objectives, to promote, celebrate and champion primary agriculture and related industries; but not for food processing or secondary activities.  

Priority is given to:  

a. Agricultural Engineering Apprentices to fund the next steps of their education and/or purchase equipment or tools required for their employment.
b. Agricultural engineering apprentices living and employed by companies based in the Midlands region, although not exclusively. 
   
HOW MUCH CAN I APPLY FOR?

The award value is £500 per applicant and is paid in two instalments of £250 over two years.  To qualify the applicant must agree to the following terms and conditions before any award is granted.  

a. Successful applicants are required to attend the Midlands Machinery Show in November for two consecutive years to collect their award. Any applicant who does not wish to attend or fails to show up will have their award revoked.
b. Applicants may only apply once. Repeat applications in subsequent years are not allowed.
c. Successful applicants grant Newark and Nottinghamshire Agricultural Society express permission to use their name and photograph for publicity purposes, to include printed and online media.
d. The Society’s decision is final when deciding on who qualifies for the award.
e. Once successful applicants have been chosen, we may ask for an ‘informal’ phone interview so we can get to know you better and use quotes for publicity purposes.  
f. A photo of the successful applicated in their work environment, which we can use for publicity purposes.
